Most of the
tapes were made in the Ponca language, and these were translated
into English by Hilda Davis, a Ponca. The original "tapes Were
retained by the White Eagle Community Association. The materials
in tfc£s manuscript are presumably translations made by Ms. Davis
and it is not known what portion of the complete White Eagle
collection is represented here* The materials here are repro-
duced exactly as they were furnished J:o the University of Okla-
homa Duke Indian History Project, except that some titles and.
