The houses and school houses were principally of v s

/ log construction with large native stone f ire-places.
i.

The floors were what we callsfi puncheon floors* The

seats in the school's were split logs with holes bored

in each end and then s«el\ Juntos were cut to f i t the

holes to sake the legs for the seats or benches*

Sons of "these houses and school's were built also

of rough natiTe lumber, with the ordinary stone fire-

places.
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The principal farm product consisted of cotton,

and oorn, however ,th© raising of cattle and hogs was

the principal money producing industry at this t i c s . .

Throughout the area wild game was in abundance

according to the locality whether it be in the timber-

ed section or on the prairie's* We had squirrel,

* rabbits, deer* turkey, quail, wild pigeons, prairie ?

chickens, coyotes, fox, Eiiik, soiskrata, O-posoua, ,

raccoon, and a few, black bear*

We had plenty of wild berries and fruits,,namely

blackberries, dewberries, huckleberries,.strawberries,

plums, and grapes* We also had no trouble in securing

wild honey* In riding along if, we found a tree in which

-- there was s bee gum and we desired to go back at a later

date to secure the honey we would usually nark the tree

with the brand symbol that we used on our cattle, and

that designated that} that particular tree belonged to

some one, and no one else i f they cam along would cut

the tree, and rob the bees of the honey*

X mentioned that we raised considerable amount of

hogs, and this was accomplished by, turning two or three

gi l t s , and boar looae in the wood* in your nark, and of

course these would multiplyB and you would always

hare plenty of meat. These hogs ran loose end lived - ,

principally on the mass, (aoorns, nuts, roots, grass,

and herbs)

This trading post consisted of just the one store»

a frame building twonty-fiTO feet wide, aad fifty feet .

cottages in which the superintendent and foreman and

their families lived* /fne organization consisted of t

superintendent, in the event the oir^er did not l ive 1

there, foreman, cook, horse wrangler, and range riders,
