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any of them, After all this time, Johnson de-

cided to take his cade to Tustenuggie Jimboy to

find the whereabouts of his horsées and if they had

been stolen or had strayed off. | ¥ .
° A8 Johnson approa.cfxpﬂﬁed 't_._h'g home of Jimboy, it

is told that before any thing wé._é ever said Jimboy is

sald to have remarked, "you have come to tell me

that your horses have been stolen and to ask me where

they are at and who. ‘ﬂas them, Your horfse;s have not
been s';ole‘n but .they are back in the hills just north
of where you live. Go bgck home end this evening, at
ghe fe;ding time take ‘a\ ear ofl corn and hit on'the
feeding trough like you always do--t.hey"ll come walking

in. If they don't come in this evening, repeat the .

act in the morning." Those horses did not come in
that evening but the next morning when the act was re-
peated, the horses came up et.o the feeding trough as -
if they had stayed all night out in the lot.
