between Indian nonies =and tlexican "burros" were both amsing and irteresting
while the warious dances by the Indlans were exscet counterparts of the
c¢eremonies they represent. Ilustang Jack, the celebrated jurper, made a
most remarkable exhibition, whieh reached the elimax when with one Prepaxr-
atory jump he cleared the back of n large grey horse said to be 167 hands
high. 7The roping snd riding of wild steers by cowboys and lexican
bucharos constituted a very smusing and insturetive portion of the exhibi-
tion. The buffaelo hunt was as realistic as the clrcumstences would permit,
but when it 1s remembered that one who sees s reasl buffalo hunt orn the
plains for the first time usually considers it comparatively teme, it is
eagy to understasnd that this feanture was scareely as successful as some

of the other portions »f the prograrme. Voter Hull, a coloured cowboy
took an uncomonly lively ride on an elk that was saddled for the oceasion
but evidently unbroken. The elosing event on the prograrme was & wonders
fully life-like represcntation of an Indian attack on a settler's cabin,
end a brilliant rescue effected by Buffalo Bill snd his cowboys.

45 a matter of faet no deseription ean convey an adequnte idea of the
strilzing realism of this show as a picture of Vestern frontier life. In »
any representation upon the stogs there ere so meny cormonplace surroundings
that are imtongruons thet only the genius of the actor, assisted by the
imsgination, of the audiencs can ovarcome the prosy effect they would
otherwise produce. !Here, however, there is no pastboord and tinsel, no
gaslighte, no shifting of scenes, nothing to mar the realism of the seenes
enscted. It is as if the stirring events oa bustling frontiersman's life
covering a neriod of ronths or years had been erowded into = szingle aftere
nooy, ond reproduced to order by the origcinal cast. The Wild west Show

will be repeated this afternoon and to-morrow.
