About this date Lieutenant Tillson, U.S.a.2, arrived at this post (via Fort W
Walsh) bearing a despatch from General lMiles, U.8.K., reguestipg the arrest of certain
Indians who were suspected of committing m & murdernon the Yellowstone River in the
month of March, aud were mow supposed to be ih the 8% Teton Sioux camp.
Lieutenent ‘‘illson brought with him a m:n named Sturms, who was present when
$he murder was committed, and w-s wounded while making his escape, and who could
identify the perpertrators. ,
: " Sturms informed me iiat the party consisted of five indians, ¥wo Nez Perces,
_one the "§hibe Eye" and the ot:er "johnson," and three Sioux.
ad The Sioux he could not give any d-scription of, tut thought he woukd . know
ghem if he saw them again. :
I immediately se to work to trace these men, and found that the"White Eye" had
)%<been killed nine days previéus by Crow nezr .the Littke Rockies; and that"Johnson"
was in the Tetoh camp, siftuated about thirty miles wesi oI ITNiw—posty>
I then concluded to take Stmrms to the camp and et him see "Johnson;" gicing
him, at the same time, an;:i%?rtunity to identify the three Sioux.

A reg%;j’ﬁg;bng agched me that Gen. Miles had stiruck a humting party of Tetuns
at Milk\River,-killing four or five, and had crossed the Milk River, amd was mo¥Wing
towards “bouddary line; Lt. Tiilson requested that I would send an escort with him

to the Command.

Having no available men for my esmcort duty, I decided to have him accompany me
to the camp, and after completing my business there with Sturms, I would proceed with
him to meet General Miles, who would, mo doubt, by that time be close to tyhe
Boundary Line.

' On arriving at the Sioux Camp I had "Johnson" brought before me, but Sturms,
who was also present, said he wus not one of the party. There must have been sat lesust
2,000 warrioms present at the time, and I tcld Sturms to look throught them, and that i f
he xex saw anyone he thought was in the party to point him out tc me.

He fesiled to fecognize any ofle of them. For this trip Sturms dishuiged himself
by cuttingngff Lis beard, etc., and ceciare t me that it was utter ippossibility
for the Indians to be able to recognize hir.

Sturms then requested to proceed to General Miles' command, saying that as
*ihite Eye" was kilied, he did not think anything furth er could be done &n the matter.

Owing to Gen lkliles' skirmish ojn Milk River, nand the movement of his command
/><?orth, I found the Jpdians in quite an excited .siutg, but altogether their condudt was
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ery good. :
~— =3 Tgking six reliable wowhg warriors with me as ab escort, I started from the
Sioux camp at 12 p.m., and arrived &t the boundary line on Rock Creek at 7 p.m.,
where I met Gen Miles j.ust going into ccamp immediately south of thc line.
L$ Tillson and Sturms then went into Hén Miles{ €amp, and I remained about
one mile north of the line.
