Red River Halfl Breeds, etc? Dv you know any veterans of the Mounted
Police who could inform me? .

I em perticularly amxious to get ints touch with oid Indlans
of the refugee iinnesota Bioux, and of the Nes Perces, if any of them
are still up thera.

Perhaps I bad better add that I am an old Rhodes Scholar, and
am fully aware of the superior management of Indiane in Canada, as compared
with our treatment of them down here. My book will deal with this side of
the matter at some length, which will be all to the credit of your country.
Of course I shall be glad to give you credit for any ald you may offer.

I am known since childhood by the name of my step-father,Campbell.
But I write under the name of m own father Vestal.
