They/moved t o a place, near Cantonment i n 1936, and Myrt le has l i v e d
a t t h i s p lace ^ver s i n c e . ' Myrtle has*also* worked as a -c l ean ing woman i n
Canton; She now l i v e s on, a jve ry small S o c i a l Secu r i t y a l l o tmen t and a smal l
income *from a' land l e a s e . ipe\ i s well-known t o Indians and whi tes i n t he
Canton &j?ea-and h e r s t a t u s as a\ Gold S t a r mother' has earned he r a g r e a t dea l
of r e spde t . She appears to; be i n very -good" h e a l t h , f o r he r age , and i s a c -
tive (and\quick and alert. / ^
